Chronic Peptic Ulcer (#28)�
• There is an imbalance between the mucus, prostaglandins, bicarbonate, blood flow & cell renewal that allows aggressive acids, bile, pancreatic enzymes & bacteria  to damage mucus


( We see necrosis with much fibrin at centre of slide & many PMN & Scar tissue deep 


( The necrosis is composed of inflammatory exudate, granulation & scarring�
�
Stomach Carcinoma (#29) [adenocarcinoma]�
• There is papillary growth  with malignant ulcer that is diffuse throughout the stomach


( looks like adipose tissue with nucleus off to one side (cells act like glands) & sygnet appearance. 


( This is diffuse within muscle layers�
�
Chrown’s Disease (# 30)�
• Segmental & occurs anywhere in the intestine but mostly in small intestine (ilium) with much transmural involvement


( The mucus membrane looks cobblestone in appearance & there is much fibroblast activity. In the MM we non caseating granulomas & lymph /blood vessels are dilated�
�
Ulcerative Colitis (#33)�
• We see the same stuff as in chrown’s disease but doesn’t go past the MM. 


( Patient has superficial ulcer & mucus/bloody stools


( We see enlarged blood vessels with glands that are filled with PMN (crypt abscess)�
