CUTANEOUS NERVES OF NECK



Great Auricular (crosses SCM obliquely)

Lesser Occipital (runs upwards along SCM post border)

Transverse nerve of neck (runs across SCM)

Supraclavicular (descends towards clavicle)

Upper/Middle/Lower trunks of Brachial plexus (between anterior  & middle scalenes)

Suprascapular nerve

Nerve to Subclavius

Dorsal Scapular nerve (along Levator Scapulae)

Phrenic nerve in anterior Scalenes

Long Thoracic Nerve with Middle Scalene

Spinal Accessory Nerve runs downwards across posterior triangle
