Conclusion: 





The Blood Agar test revealed the presence of  S. epidermidis & S. Lactis. The Mannitol test revealed the presence of both S. aureus & S. epidermidis and this can be explained by the fact that the swabs were done at different ends of the table. As far as S. lactis is concerned we would have to do further tests to determine if we really have the two bacterial genuses “streptococcus” and “staphylococcus” on the plate.


EMB results were negative for growth, therefore did not detect the presence of E.coli or Enterobacter or other Non coliform bacteria.


The Sabourand Dextrose test showed that there was fungal growth present. Further testing  would need to be carried out to determine type of fungus.
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
