Causative agent - Protozoa of Genus Plasmodium


Plasmodium vivax - tertiary and benign


Plasmodium ovale - benign


Plasmodium malariae - quartian and benign


Plasmodium falciparum - tertian and malignant


		-	most serious, life threatening


Incubation period Most 14 - 30 days


	However may vary to several months


Reservoir usually humans


Symptoms: 	Fever, chills, sweats, and headaches 


		May progress to coagulation defects, shock, 		Renal 	and/or liver failure, encephalopathy, 		Cerebral edema, coma and death


Preventative measures - Spray for mosquitoes 


	-	Use DEET


Arthropod vector- Female anopholes mosquito


Treatment - quinines and chloroquines Chloroquine resistant use Mefloquine
