Staphylococci


Gram + cocci in clusters


S.aureus, S. epidermidis, S. saprophyticus


S. aureus One of the most common and yet potentially


one of the most serious of human pathogens.


----- Infections of the skin and subcutaneous tissue


Boils, Carbuncles, Furuncles, Abscesses, Infected lacerations, cellulitis, impetigo, Scalded skin syndrome, lesions In diaper areas, folliculitis, mastidis, Etc.


----- Systemic infections


Toxic Shock Syndrome; Osteomyelitis; Endocarditis; Pneumonia; Meningitis; Brain,lung, and liver abscesses; septicemia


----- Nosocomial infections


Post op infections, surgical implants, catheters, dialysis equipment


----- Food poisonings





S. epidermidis - similar in pathogenicity to S. aureus


Not nearly as virulent and usually considered non-pathogenic


S. saprophyticus - Urinary tract infections in young sexually active women
