Streptococcus faecalis ( S. faecium) - Lancefield Group D Also called the Enterococci


Common inhabitant of the bowel.


Can be responsible for:


Biliary tract infections, Urinary tract infections, septicemia


Subacute bacterial endocarditis.


What has developed is VRE.	Vancomycin Resistant Enterococci. Potentially dangerous organism. No antibiotic to treat these infections with. Outbreak in Syracuse at St. Josephs Hospital


Streptococcus agalactiae - Lancefield Group B (GBS)	


Childbirth fever	Both mother and infant in danger Neonatal meningitis, neonatal pneumonia, Neonatal sepsis
