Strep throat Pharyngitis


Red swollen tonsils and pharynx, purulent exudate on tonsils (white pus pockets), fever, swollen lymph nodes.
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Skin infections


folliculitis, cellulitis, impetigo, erysipilis


Scarlet fever Fever and scarlet red rash on the body. Characteristic strawberry red tongue.


Scarletina


Toxic shock	(Streptococcal septicemia, blood poisoning)


Necrotizing fasciitis and necrotizing myositis

Rheumatic fever - Generally followed Strep pharyngitis


- Fever, myocarditis, heart muscle inflammation - Rash


- years later - Permanent heart valve damage


Pyoderma


Acute Post - Streptococcal glomerulonephritis - could follow Strep skin infection or throat (pharyngeal infection).	Characteristic is Tea colored urine
